1. Cut out the Alfred Music o paifiv 6. Then fold the top half of the flap back down to create a crease
piano origami template in the middle of the flap.

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7. Fold each of the paper’s sides in to line up with the sides of the flap.

2. Fold in half for a

rectangle shape.

8. Bring the center flap down and the two sides in to create an
upright piano shape.
3. Fold both ends into the middle, touching them to each other,
on the center line (This will create a square shape.)
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9. Cut out the image of the piano keys below and glue it
to the keyboard area.

4. Separate each end from the middle by inserting your finger
between the folds and folding them down into a triangle shape.
(The paper will now look like a little house.) (&)
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10. Cut out the sheet music and slide it into the folds above
the keyboard to keep it standing up.

5. Fold the bottom center flap up e =]
to touch the top of the paper.
