One of the pieces that the music friends heard on the piano recital in the city was a 
waltz by Johannes Brahms.  It was one of Nannerl Mouse’s favorites!

Brahms was born in 1833 in Hamburg, Germany.  His father played the string bass 
and began teaching Johannes piano when he was only five years old.  He gave his 
first piano recital when he was 14 and played pieces by J. S. Bach and Ludwig van 
Beethoven.  The next year he played one of his own pieces in a recital.

A friend introduced Brahms to Robert and Clara Schumann and they became life-
long friends.  Even though Brahms had many friends, he liked to spend his summers 
alone in the mountains where it was quiet.

Brahms often went on concert tours as both a pianist and a conductor.  In addition 
to his works for orchestra, chorus, and piano, he wrote over 200 songs.  One of 
these songs is the famous Brahms Lullaby that your parents may have sung when you 
were a baby, to help you go to sleep.

The practice generator is a useful resource to suggest structured 
activities that result in learning and understanding a piece in its entirety. 
These appear on occasion throughout the book. Each time a couple  
of tasks are provided, along with blank practice task boxes so that  
players can fill in their own ideas, also fostering independence in the 
learning process.
